Senior Aide to the Chairperson 

 
The California Institute for Regenerative Medicine (CIRM) is the state agency established under 
Proposition 71 for funding stem cell research in California. Using funds generated by state-
issued bonds, CIRM makes grants and loans for stem cell research, for research facilities and for 
other vital research opportunities related to the development of disease therapies. CIRM is 
overseen by a board, the Independent Citizens Oversight Committee, and is assisted in its work 
by three working groups, the Scientific and Medical Accountability Standards Working Group, 
the Scientific and Medical Research Funding Working Group and the Scientific and Medical 
Research Facilities Working Group. Each working group is composed of patient advocates from 
the ICOC and outside experts.  
 
The Senior Aide to the Chairperson will assist in managing overall communications and work 
program agenda for the Chairperson and ICOC including requests, tasks and special project 
items.  The Senior Aide to the Chairperson will be immediately assigned to staff the Presidential 
Search Subcommittee which involves setting meeting agendas, managing documentation, 
briefing subcommittee members and governance of formal executive search process. The Senior 
Aide to the Chairperson will assist the Chairperson in his federal and state legislative duties, 
including researching and drafting policy papers, coordinating public education of ICOC-
approved legislative efforts, and supporting Chairperson in legislative outreach.  The Senior Aide 
to the Chairperson will coordinate with the Director, Legislation & Research Policy on state and 
local levels.  The Senior Aide to the Chairperson will also assist the Chairperson in 
communications outreach for the ICOC and in support of patient advocates, including patient 
advocate members of the ICOC.   The Senior Aide to the Chairperson will also provide outreach 
and support to the Diversity Advisory Task, Chambers of Commerce, public interest groups and 
other constituencies, as a part of the Chairperson’s obligation to serve as the interface with the 
California public. The Senior Aide to the Chairperson will interface with staff of the California 
Stem Cell Research and Cures Finance Committee, and in coordination with the CFAO to 
interface with staff from the Treasurer, Controller, and State Finance departments.

• Bachelor’s Degree and five years policy/advocacy work experience or an equivalent 
combination of education and experience. 
• Ability to communicate effectively in writing and in oral presentations with a variety of 
contacts, including ICOC members, legislators, advocacy members and organizations, senior 
management, Institute associates and staff.  
• Experience with large public agency boards.  
• Excellent organizational skills and demonstrated ability to plan and act independently.  
• Ability to synthesize, clarify, and disseminate complex information to all levels of staff. 
• Ability to work in a fast-paced environment.  
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Preferred Qualifications 
 
•Experience with a scientific or biomedical research organization, either non-profit or for-profit. 
•Advanced degree in relevant field: medicine, policy, public administration. 
• History of paid or voluntary work connected to stem cell research advocacy. 
•A history of published contributions to medical/technical, political and/or advocacy publications 
or an equivalent. 
 
The annual salary range is $80,000-$120,000 with a very competitive benefits package offered 
through the State of California.  Salary will be commensurate with the candidate’s skills, 
knowledge and experience.
